Tew te Hat.

Most people think they know how to
eat, but it is the object of Professor W.
0. Atwater's article on “Food Waste in
American Housel:olds” in The Forum
for September to prove that they do not;
and he does prove that most people, in
doing their table marketing, buy in
rute. Nowhere elee, in fact, is the folly
of buyiag the most expensive things for
the supposed reason that they are the
beet things 85> universal.  Professor At-
water renders what deserves appreciation
as & public service by showing that in
many cases the most mutritious fare is
both simple and cheaper than the viands
that are foolishly bought by people who
need economy in expenditure, because of
habits of rich—which is very often un-
wholesome—living.

For example, most le think a ten-
derloin steak must & much more
nourishing article than a plain steak,
because it cos's more. The same
principle actuates many buyers in pur-
chasing high-priced butter, fine flour—
with much of the nu'riment beited out
of it—and delicete fish and vegetables.
Mr. Atwater classifies the benefits we
get from food under twe heads: Protein,
which rourishes the tissues, and caleric,
whence is derived heat and energy. A
round steak costing fifteen cents o
pound contains as much of both as a
tenderloin costing fifty cents, and is
just as digestible. Opysters and aggs are
very low im protein and butter and
sugar have none, yet hew many peeple
think these thil_;‘: necessary te their
neurishmen:! Liey are richer, in the
reverse order, in the faity e¢lements
whickh make heat and energy; but Pro-
fessor Atwater’s figures show that there
are fouds preferable to all of them for
boti the princips] benetits needed. The
following table, besed on his researchee,
gives the order of value of foeds for the

two parposes:

It is plain, then, that mueh money
might be saved by cutting off expendi-
ture for the non-nutritious fouds that
are also low in heat or energy making
qualities.

The crop of nervous dis-
eass aud mental overihrow is harvested
with every great mational perturbation,
financial, political, or otherwise, but his-
tory shows that the calamity follows in
the wake of the storm, so that we see it,
and it is most lp(r-n-nl when the storm
is over, like the debris of a tornado.

He cited the fact
that the suicide had already begun to
appear. Suiciie, he explained, so often
depenient upon & morbid depression of
the mind, associated with hereditary un-
stableness of the brain, is the most legi-
timate result of such a prolonged finan-
eial disturbance and may be looked for
in abundance.—St. Lows Globe-Demo-
crat.

The Pilam and Its Uses, |

Our plum is the oultivated plum of |
the garden, whose parent is a native of |
Asia and southera Europe, but which |
has taken so kindly to the conditions of |
soil and climate 1n our pewer world that |
many of the choicest varieties seem al-
most spontaneously produced here,
varie jes surpas<ing in beauty and |
flavor the most Lwied plums of France (
or England. |

The most important form of the plum
in commerce is that of prunes, as they
are exported from France, Turkey, and
our own California to every part of the
worid. The finer class of prunes passes
thmui: & very careful course of treat-
ment before being put into the market.
The plums are gaihered when just ripe

h to fall from the trees on being
ll.i‘hay shaken. They are all picked by
band, care being taken not to gather
them until the sun has entirely dried off
the dew. They are then spread in shal-
low beskets, and kept in a cool place un-
til they become very soft, when they are
shut in & spent oven for 24 hours, then
taken eut, carefully turned, and, the
oven being reheated, slightly warmer
than before, returned to it.

This vperation is again repeated, when
they are taken out and le!. to get quite
cold. The next step in the process is
*younding,” an operation counsisting of
tarning she stone in the plum without
breaking the skin and pressing the two
ends together between thumb and finger.
Twice more are they then submit to
heat, after which they are packed in jars
or Loxes for sale.
