West opened the club nine, and it
should have rcquired no great tm-
agination on declarer's part to read
this as either a singleton or a
doubleton. South, however, did not
look very tar ahead — he contidently
led the spade queen. West ducked,
and East, after winning with the
ace, returned a club. Now, when
South led another trump, West put
up the ace and shifted to diamonds,
and when East won and returned
still another club, West's rutf de-
feated the contraot.

To repeat, it was not too difficult
to South to anticipate the above
sequence of events, and therefore
he might have taken some pains
to protect himself. There was no-
thing he could do to assure him-
self of success, but there was at
least a move he could make which
might spike the enemy's guns.

That move — obviously not with-
out risk — was to win the second
club lead dummy’s king and then to
finesse against the queen ot
hearts. Granted, the finesse might
lose and South might thereby go
down two tricks, but surely the pot-
ential gain made the small risk
worthwhile. If, as would have hap-
pened, the heart jack held, South
could discard dummy’s two remain-
ing clubs on the A-K of hearts, and
he would then have nothing to
worry about.
