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The Prohibition Case.

Parties interested in the manufacture
and sale of liquor bave retained a clever
journalist to prepare their case for pre-

sentation tothe royal pruh\buwu com-
mission. Mr. Kribs, who is undertaking

the work, will no doubt get together the
strongest evidence available, and will ar-
his facts in the most impressive
manner possible. If required he can not

only prepare the case but present it effec-
tually. If the prohibitionists are alive to
the interesta of their cause they will take
care that their side does not suffer by the
failure to adopt & similar course. The

gommissioners have instituted enquiries

by circular among the classes of persons
in a position to speak with some author-
ity on the moral and physical evils of
inteaperance. They have also addressed
enuiries to persons in a position to know
something of the effect of local prohibi-
tion where it has been adopted. Bat it
can easily be foreseen that the grestcr
number of the persons from whom in-
formation is sought will not take much
trouble to furnish it, and that many of
the replies will represent the feelings
and desires rather than the sober and
considered judgment of the persons send-
ing them., The commissioners will doubt-
less cover all the ground they cau in
their own work of collecting and mar-
shalling facts, but as those connected
with the liquor busimess realize there
will remain room for individuals in-
terested to strengthen ard support the
case of their party, the natural scquence
of the action of the licensed victuallers
would be the selection of a clever man to
collect facts and prepare a case in support
«f prohibition. The Montreal Witness
points out that the licensed victuallers
can easily raise a few thousands of dollars
for this purposes whereas the prohibition-
ists are always short of funds. Yet, if
there is really the popular desire for pro-
hibition that is generally thought to exist
in this country, it ought to be possible to
obtain in all Canada money enough to pay
an able man for a few months’ work,—-St.
John Sun.

I think thisis a matter that rests with
the parents, and if a father usesit and
sends his boy to purchase it he must
expect him to learn to use it also. It
is much used by working men and
many would rather go without their
breakfast than without their tobacco.
As for trying to prevent young men
| eighteen years of ago from using it,
you might as well try to stop the wind
from blowiug. If you want to make
people keep the law do not make it too
stringent. As for the liquor, I heard
it argued here that it was better to let
it be sold freely than te restrict it,but
I do not believe in that, I would like
to see a good license law to limit the
number of taverns and make them

{ keep proper houses and accomodation

for the country people. I do not be-
lieve there was much more drunk
the last winter when it was sold freely
than other years when there was a
a law against it. T think the reason
was that on account of the dull times
many persons had no money to buy
liquor.

People
send their sons and dsughters te the
store for tobaceo, and many of them
are unable to write an: order.

fA Remarkable Aerolite.

St. PeTerseURG, June 2.—What is be-
lieved to be the largest aerolite ever
known to have fallen is lying in the Cas-
pian Sea, a short distance from the
Peninsula of Apsheron. The aerolite
made a terrific noise as it rushed through |’
the air with incredible speed, and the
white-hot mass made a light that illumin-
ated the country and sea round about for
a great distance.

Those who saw it were struck dumb|m
with consternation. When it struck the
water immense clouds of steam arose, and
the hissing could be heard for a great dis-
tance. Huge mssses of water were thrown
upward, and the sight to those who were
not frightened was a most beautiful one.
So enormous is the aerolite that it pro-
jects twelve feet above the water, and
save for its fused black crust, which gives
it the appearance of having been var-
nished, it has every appearance of being
one of the usual rocky formations met
with along the coast.

Scientists are deeply interested in the
pheuomenon, and a number of them are
making preparations to visit the peninsula
to examine the aerolite.
