“Thus it would
appear that there are few psychla-
trists in the country who do not
have at least some community con-
tacts and for about half of them
community psychiatry in their
major endeavour.”

As about one-third of all patients
consulting a physician have mental
and emotional disturbances, Dr.
Jones points out that a practicing
psychiatrist would have a heavy and
difficult load to carry because the
percentage of psychiatrists is so
small. “This necessitates using the
shortest methods of treatment pos-
sible, trying to select cases that one
can help most and referring others
to the general physician and social
agencies.” We can readily under-
stand that many families will not
take the word of the general prac-
titioner that their loved one needs
treatment in a mental institution
and insist on consultation with a
psychiatrist.

Another difficulty is the time
that must be spent with almost
every patient. Dr. Jones states that
at least three-quarters of an hour
must be spent at each consultation.
Further, a psychiatrist does not
