That
won them the name of *post-im-
pressionists.”

Although identified with a loose-
ly-formed group called the ‘in-
tellectual left” in France that sup-
ported many Communist causes,
Matisse said last year he had never
belonged to the Communist party
and had “never been involved in
politics.”
