Pheasant Rearing In England.

The “Hc il bam Game Book, '’ one ‘of
the most intercsting shooting records in
the world, shows that in the year 1800
ro more than 355 pheasants were killed
during the whole season wupom Lord
Leicester’'s famows sporting estate.
Pheasants rapidly grew in faver, how-
‘ever, as the presewt century advanced, so
that by 1845 a bag of 1,000 head of these
birds in a single‘day's shooting could be
recorded, while:about 40 years later, in
1883, on a well known northern estate
—Lord Seftom'sw-no less than 6,036
Liead of pheasants'were accaunted for in
four days’ November shooting. The best
of these four days yielded 2,373 pheas-
ants, while iin addition to this immense
number of pheasants about 1,600 head
of other game ware picked up during
the week.

In 1898, upon this ssame estate of
Croxteth, 7,099 pheasamts were bagged
during four days’ sho ting, besides other
game. Since the year 1860 the demands
of pheasant shootersamtl preservers have
resulted in the development of a highly
scientific industry, which now occupies
thousands of hands in different parts of
the eountry and undenbtedly circulates
a great deal of money in rural districts.
The 'late .Maharajak Dhuleep Singhis
‘estate at'Blevedon was one of the pio-
neers ‘of ithese sporting industries. In
these establishments the art of rearing
‘igreduced almost to an exact science——
.Saturday Review.

Pays of the CTurling Stick.

If the curling stick was
lost or mislaid,:a hoep  stick would do,
and many a mother, .with a loving
heart, has twined her children’s curls
around a finger and :brushed them
smooth upon it,.and then, having care-
fully withdrawn the finger, pulled .the
curl out to the desired length.

“And sometimes the curl was made
by setting the teeth of a comb intthe
hair and then taruing the comb around
and around and down and out at the
end of the curl. But.curls are seldom
seen nowadays, and the curling stickis
practically a thing of the past.’’—Bx-
