The trade and navigation returns show a
decrease of imports from the United Stateg
amounting to $10,042,624 a year. The
goods representing this amount are now
either made at home, or obtained in Great
Britain. The loss of this large trade
has been keenly felt by the people of the
Eastern States ; and their Boards of Trade
have petitioned and agitated for a removal
of the Reciprocity Treaty. So far the
Government of the United States has not
mwoved in the matter. They aro, doubtless,
awaiting the result of the approaching
election. I the one-sided free traders
should be victorious, the Am ericans will
not, of course, ask for a removal of the

eciprocity Treaty, for they will get all
they want without yielding Reciprocity,
Butv if, on the other hand, the National
Policy is endorsed, it is but reasonable to
suppese that the Government may vield to
the pressure which the American Boards of
Trade are bringing to bear upon them.
