HARVEST EXHIBITION
The announcement by the De-
wrtment of Agriculture that a
‘arvest Exhibition will be held

on September 26 and 27 will be
received with interest by farm-
ers who specialize in crops rathe:
than in livestock. Years ago the
exhibition in the old Exhibition
Building of fruit and vegetables,
and field erops, etc; was one of
the , highlights of the fair but
modern development made neces-
sary the holding of the fair on a
much earlier date with the result

that a good display of fruits of far

the harvest 1s not possible.

The Harvest Exhibition is
worthy of support and can serve
a useful function in developing
interest in and knowledge of the
best type of various crops.
SNOWBALLS IN AUGUST

We are reliably informed that
a Prince Edward Island farmer
last week picked up a snowball
in his yard nad presented it to a
visitor. The explanation appears
to be that the snow had been un-
der a pile of straw which had
preserved it well past the middle
of August. We realize that this
has not been a hot summer and
our views are now confirmed by
the fact that snow came through
th. season in apparently good
condition.

QUEBEC FARM CREDIT

Since 1937 the province of Que-
bec has operated a Farm Credit
Bureau which has advanced
money for the establishment of
farmers’ sons and for the funding
of personal debts, taxafion pay-
ments, etc. During 18 years of

operation the Bureau has loaned|

well over $100 million — almost
equal to the amount of /business
done by the Canada Farm Loan
Board in all Canada and in a
period ten years longer. The
amount of loss in Quebec on this
volume of lending amounted to a
total of $872.78 or 73 cents per
$100,000.00 of loan. These figures
would appear to indicate that
farm loan operations can be con-
ducted with a migimum of loss.

From 1937 to the end of 1955
over 21,000 loans had been grant-
ed to assist in the establishment

of farms with loans now being
made at the rate of over 2,500
per year.

The Canadian Federation of Ag-
riculture has recently recommen-
ded that the Canada Farm Loan
Board should Hranch out into the
field of farm esiablishment loans
with supervision. The possibility
exists that a plan of this kind
can be worked out in conjunct-
ion with provincial governments .
In any event the need has been
apparent on Prince Edward Is-
land for some kind of plan to
assist young people in taking up
ming.

THE HEEL FLY

Cattle men learn with satisfact-
lon that the possibility exists of
treatment being developed for
cattle which will kill the warble
fly grub before it reaches the
back of the animal. If success-
ful this new remedy can be given
by mouth to the animal and
may well spell the doom of one
of the greatest nuslances that
affilicts cattle.

any increasing interest in com-
mercial agriculture may witness
a turning from this typeof pro-
duction and the resources em-
ployed in it diverted to other
lines of commercial production,
or to increasing emphasis on an
additional line now engaged in to
the general improvement of the
agricultural economy.

“On the other hand it cannot
be ignored that about 12 percent

production. This represents a sub
stantial and fairly stable element
of total income. Although resour-
ces may be more effectively em-
plyed, it seems that the labour
engaged in poultry production is
largely family labour which

would otherwise not be utilized
and that the capital represents
past accumulation, and since this
poultry tradition is well establish-
ed, the prevailing desire will be
to perpetuate the industry.

“If this is to be accomplished
it appears to be necessary to
raise individual output to a more
efficient level with out placing it
on a strictly commercial basis,
to improve the quality of eggs
being produced, and to reorgan-
ize the marketing system.”
