Also placed before the confer-
ence today was an Austalian reso-
lution aimed at finding another so-
lution to the problem of Soviet-
bloc charges of germ warfare, mis-
treatment of prisoners and “atro-
cities” against civilians—points on
which the Russians have concen-
trated their bitterest attacks at
this conference,

The Australian proposal, still not
dealt with, s that the conference
appoint a special commission to in-
vestigate the charges and that the
United Natlons and North Korean
authorities provide this commis-
sion with every facility for investi-
gating them.

Findings of the special commis-
sion would be submitted to the
standing commission of the I. R. C.
conference,

Today the general commission
passed unanimously a resolution
seeking improvement of relations
between national Red Cross Soci-
etles and their governments, and
another calling for intensification
of mutual help between societies
and efforts to dissipate misunder-
standings among nations.

Meanwhile, at most of the day's
meetings Communist propaganda
efforts, which have slowed the con-
ference's main business, continued,
occasionally drawing sharp re-
joinders from other delegates. Can-
ada figured in today's replies,
