1st. ‘To establish promptly. a line of steamers
suitable for the carriage of mails, passengers and
freight between Hulitax, Nova Scotia and St
Thomas, in the West Tudies, until the completion
of the Tutireolenial R, R. at Portland, in the
United Stites, so as to ensure regalar sei uthi-
ly counnunication between the ports mentioned.
2ud. To make a convention or agreement with
the portal authorities of the United States for the
prowpt transmission of letters, &e., trom Canada
and the Maritime Provinees, by every United
States mail which leaves the ports by Boston or
New Yok lor the West Indies, Brazil, Mexico,
e, &e;also for trausmission through the United
States warts of correspoudence onginating in
those countries.

3rd. To establish a weekly line of steamers be-
tween Moutreal and Halifax, and te complete as
soon as possible the Tutercolonial Railvoad.

4th. To procure by reciprecal treaties or other-
wise a reduction of the dutivs now levied on flour,
fish, luwber, pork, butter and other staple pro
ductions of British North America in the West
Ludies, especially in Brazil and the Colonies ol
Spain

Sth. To wbtain, if possible, from the Spanish and
Brazilian authorities a remission of the heavy
duties now charged on the transfer of vessels from
Fuglish to Spauish or Brazilian flags.

Gth. To procure by negotiation with the proper
atthorities un assimilation of the tariffs of the Bri-
tish West India Colonies in respect to flour, lum-
ber, fish and other staples of British North Awe-
rica, a measure which would greatly facilitate
commerecial operations, and may well be urged in
view of the assimilation about to be made in the
tarifis of Canada and the Maritime Provinces.

7th and lastly. To promote by prudent legis-
lation and sound fiscal policy the rapid devel
wient of the great natural resourees of the British
North American Provinees, and to preserve the
advantage which they now possess of being able
to produce at a chicaper cost thun any other coun-
try most of the great staples which the inhabi-
tants of the tropics wmust procure from Northern
ports.

That the Commissioners are happy to inform
your Excellency that they were received with
marked attention by the Representatives of Her
Majesty in the British Colones, by His Tmperial
Majesty the Emperor of Brazil, and by all the au-
horities of all the foreign Islands and places visit-
ed by them, and that everywhere they tound both
the governments and the people anxions to obtain
