Among most of
these students the apostrophe is
as extinct as the dodo. You don't
have to take our word for it. Con-
duct some sort of test and find
out for yourselves.

The reason for this? Your guess
may be as good as ours, but right
now we are doing the guessing so
please lend an ear. We think Eng-
lish usage and composition is not
being stressed ‘enough in the early
grades when speech and writing
habits are formed. This is not
the fault of elementary teachers.
Usually it is because there are too
many by-ways and paths leading
off from the main highway which
is English; too many side-lines
stealing away time which shouvld
be devoted to the mother tongue.
