Powisument ror Pensvry v Tonker.
—A rather singular scene took place on
the 22d ult.,, at Adrianople. Two men,
the chiefs of a neighbouring village, who
had been found guilty of perjury, were
promenaded through the Bazaar mounted
on donkeys with their faces turned to-
wards the tails of the animals, and hav-
ing their heads dressed out in a grotes-
que manner, with the hairy part of a
sweeping brush oo their forehead, and
some cloves of garlic round thewr ‘neck.
They were preceded by the public crier,
who announced the crime of which they
had been guilty. After being thus for
some time exposed to the hootings of the
people, they were taken to the court of
the Palace, were dismissed, and declar-
ed incapable of ever holding any public
office. The offenders had been bribed
to give evidence that the widow ofa
Turk, recently dend, had been delivered
of a child, uafierwards deceased, and
which circomstance would make the
widow the sole heir of all her husband's
preperty.  The relations of the husband
liowever, interfered, and clearly proved
the wuilt of the witnesses, and they were
condemoed 10 the  punishment above
mentioned.

Mawirime Casvavrivs.—From the Ad-
miralty register of wrecks, recently pre-
sented to Parliament, it appears that in
1850 there were 631 British and Foreign
vessels wrecked on the coasts and in the
sens of the United Kingdom, and 784
lives Iost; that in 1851 there were 701
wrecks on our coasl, and so far as could
be ascertained, 750 lives lost ; and that
in 1852 there were no fewer than 1,100
vessels wrecked, and about 900 lives lost.
The greatest havoc took place about the
latter end of last October and the begin-
ning of November. In this interval, no
fewer than 600 ships sought refuge in
the Humber. Many more, however,
could reach no shelter ; and thus, in the
course of a few days, the unprecedented
number of 300 vessels were lost or dam-
aged, with the fearful loss of 217 lives.
The greater part of this terrible work of

destruction took place on the east coast ¢

of England, off Flamborough Head.

A Sixeurar Wair.—We have heard
of frogs and toads entombed in the heart
of solid stones, and flies and straws in
awber ; but we have before us a sight
quite as remarkable, and altogether un-
paralleled —an old horse-shoe that was
found imbedded in the middle of a stout
tree in the forest. a few weeks back.
The person who first related 1o us the
cireutnstance of discovering the article
has sent it o us, occompanied by a note,
as follows :—

“This is the Horse Shoe | was telling
about. Mr. Martin Clevelaud. of Horton,
found it in the centre of a spruce tree,
measuring 14 inches in diameter, about 6
feet above 1he root. The tree was solid
and the heart of it run through the shoe ;
but the outside presented no sign of any-
thing strange being enclosed within. The
way Mr. Cleveland found the shoe was,
he put a log on the fire, and when it was
partly consumed he saw the corks stick-

ing out of the brand.”

The shoe is well made and in a good
state of preservation. It may have be-
longed, perhaps, to a poney of one of
the French inhabitants of Horton, that
lost it in straying through the woods,
when the tree that hid it so long and
closcly was peeping above the ground.
