Ocean Life An
Oceans Subject
Of Research

OTTAWA (CP) — Ocean life and
the oceans themselves will be the
subject of two world - wide re-
search programs.

The international commission for
the northwest Atlantic fisheries was
told Thursday that an oceano-
graphic study will deal with chang-
ing conditions in the oceans and
how they affect living things in the
deep.

The second study, now under
way, covers the total aquatic re-
sources of the world which, al-
though not fully developed, are a
big contributor to everyday living.

The ocean®graphic program, out-
lined by Dr. Lionel A. Walford,
Woods Hole, Mass., a scientific
adviser to the 10-country commis-
sion in convention here, will be
conducted in two parts. About 30
new island observatory stations
will be set up in the Atlantic and
Pacific oceans to measure sea-
sonal changes in sea level. All
nations of the world with seagoing
oceanographic vessels will gather
data on movement of waters in the
