" * plates of stone or iron, civered with the
phosphorus comporition to the depth of an
ioch, and heated underncath by
ateam, for the purpose of keeping the nigture
in a fluid etate. The splinta are dipped,
once, twice, or even oftenecf neeessary, then
dried ; and as both ends are tipped with the
composition, they are next divided, each
splint forming two watches. In some manu-
factories, the splints are divided befire the
composition e added. The marches, aiter
being packed in boxes, are ready lor the
wmarket.

The rapidity with which these various
processes are gone through 18 truly astonish-
ng, it being net unusual in largs works to
introduce the raw wood into the siw-mills
in the worning, and a few hoars afterwards,
2o ship it in the form of Jucifer-matelies.

Anothes improvement in this industry was
enude peeently in the substitution of parafine
for sclphur as the substance to convey com-
bustion to the sphat. The very noxious
eulphurous fumes which the ordinary lueifer
match evolves when highted, are thus done
away with.

Many attempte have been mede of late to
seduce the hahility of matches to ignite hy
friction, ae from this cause very serious eal
smities have originated. Aw ingeni ns plan,
devised by a continental manutacturer, re-
doces this risk toa minimum It consists
in dividing the mateh eomposition into two
parts, placing the one on the end of theeplint,
and the other containing the phosphorus, on
the side of the box. By this means. the
mateh wil only ignite whee rubbed against
the box.
