Flood 5,000 Acres

In brief, the Liffey scheme is to
erect a huge dam of 35000 tons of
Irish concrete at Poulaphaouca, 50
miles, as the river runs, from its
source and to flood about 5,000 acres
of land. From this reservoir, water
will be taken to Dublin, while the
Electricity Supply Board will have
plenty to run its turbines. Fifty
farmsteads and a dozen cottages
have been acquired for flooding.
