Pranie Fines.—A Bloomington paper
gives the fallowmg account of . fires
on the prairie :

+¢ Every night fur three weeks past, ex-
cept immed nlcl) after a rain, the horizon
in every direction has been all in a glow
from the burning grass on the prliri('l. So
brilliant have been these displays of fire-
works, as not unfrequently to reflect
quite a strong light upon our streets,
enabling the pedestrian to make his way
safely and pleasantly without other Igiht.
even in very cloudy nights with nomoon.
These fires may be scen, in a cloudy
night, a distance of twenty and thirty
miles across the prairies, lighting up the
heavens, half way to the zenith, with the
most gorgeous colors, and as changeable
as those of the kaleidoscope. The smoky
weather, which we call Indian summer,
is doubtless the result of those fires, and
if there is any truth in the Espy theory,
the rains which have followed each spell
of every smoky weather, may also be
attributable to the extensive prairie burn-
ings.”

sharpeniag a razoc is 1o put it for kalf an hour in
water to which has been added one-twentieth of
its weizht of muriatic or sulphuric acid, then
lightly wipe it off, and after a few hours set it on
ahone. Tho seid here supplies the place of a
whet-stone by corroding the whole surface uni-
formly, so that nothing farther but a smooth
polish is necessary. ‘Fho process never injures
good blades, while badly hardened ones are
ently improved by it, although the canse of
mprovement remains unexplained. , O la
this process has been applied to many other

ting implements. The workmaa, at_the begi
ning of his noon-spell, or when he leaves off in
the evening. moistens the blades of his tools with
water acidified as above, the cost of which is
almost nothiog.  This saves the consumption of
timo and labour in whetting, which, moreaver,
speedily wears out the blades. The mude of
sharpening here indicated would be found espe~

cially advantageous for sickles and scythes.”
