Act to permit granting payments
under the Act in cases of illegiti-
mate children. The bill is still in
committee as Hon. A. W. Math-
eson, Minister of Health and Wel-
fare, who is promoting it, particu-
larly asked members to give seri-
ous consideration to all aspects of
it.

The Minister said that in broad-
ening the Act to make the pro-
posed provision for illegitimate
children there was a possibility of
it having the result of provding
also a way to take such a child or
children from a mother who might
not be a capable person.

He said the Department he ad-

»ministers had a record of 1,628
|such children in the past 13 years.

On this same section, Mr. Frapk
Myers, TFirst Queens, expressed
doubt regarding the special cir-
cumstances/clause as he was afraid
it might be abused at future dates.
Mr. Harvey Douglas, Second Kings,
was not sure that in all cases the
mother should get the allowance.
He wanted assurance that it would
benefit the child for whom it was
intended.
