Against a Nation ef Tradesmen,

The New York World prints a sétate-
ment by Senor Lose De Armas-Cardenas,
a diplomatic agent of the Cuban Republic,
who clairas to have visited Spain to
negotiate for a sale of Cuba to the Cubans.
The purchase price, he asserts, was to be
100,000,060. He describes two
interviews with Premier Canovas.

At tbis Canovas
burst out: “Never, never, a nation of
tradesmen guarantee the word of Spain?
Neyer. The United States are: responsible
for everything that is taking place in Cuba.
They are the true authors of the war, and
I guarantee you that if Spain loses Cuba
the United States will pay Spain what
Cuba is worth. They. threaten Europe
with the Monroe doctrine, and Spain in the
interest of Europe, will take up the gaunt-
tet. Do not speak to me about the United
States meditating. Spain will fight and
if they do not wish the Spanish flag to
float in Cuba they will have to obtain it efter a glorious Trafalgar at the gates of
Havana.”
