- According to native reporte Cap-
tain Maxwell was unable to rencL Damron,
the town he has for some time been endea-
voring to capture,and was foreed to retrear,
lo<ing a number of men, killed and wound
el. He destroyed the fortified camps he
aceupied during the forward march of the
expedit.on. These native reports state he
i3 now in a very serious position almost
sarrounded by rebellious tribesmen,

Another despatch received from Gef-
hatty, the chief town of Asiam, says a dc-
tached party composed of 30 rifles ard
four British officers operating as an esco: t
to a train, were on the way to Borda with
provisions and smmunition for the garri-
The detachment encountered no re-
sistance until far beyond reach of succor
from its base of operations. Then the
tribesmen began to gather ghead of it and
on it= flanks, keeping upa galling fire,
which eventually brought the troops to a
standstill. A fortified poaition was con-
structed out of wagons, ete., which form
ed part of the train. For two days a contin-
uous fight was kept up, day and night.
Eventually the usritish soldiers were sur-
rounde i by thousands of tribesmen, and
killed to a man.
