South (as he said later) almost
bid three notrump over North's two
notrump and let it go at that, but
he finally decided that his hand
was too good. He felt that by leap-
ing all the way to five clubs he
might draw & slam bid from North;
and if North passed to five clubs,
there figured to be an excelleny
play for that contract. 1t was un-
fortunate, from South's point of
view, that North turned up with-
out, anything usable in the red suits.

West thought about opening a
heart or a diamond, but concluded
that his partner's suit was safest,
and so led the spade eight—a de-
cision for which he surely could
not be criticized. Dummy’'s spade
jack was put in; East covered with
the king, and South ruffed. De-
clarer laid down the trump ace, and
when West's jack fell, tcok time out
to consider the problem.

Obviously, something would have
to he done about South’s three red-
suit losers—but what? The dummy
didn't offer much hope at first
glance, But then South took a soc-
ond lock, and did some counting,
and a ray of hope appeared.

East, vulnerable, had opened with

| a spade. Even if he had every mis-
| singing honor,

he couldn't have
much of a hand; therefore, it was
highly imprcbable that he had less
than a five-card spade suit. South
led another round of trumps and
confirmed the fact that East had
four cards there. This left only fcur
cards for hearts and diamonds, and
gave South the key to-the missing
play.

He drew M[East's trumps, cashed
the ace-king of hearts and the dia-
mond ace. then led another dia-
mond. East, thrown on lead, laid
down the hizh spade—and declarer
