“Now for the opposing claims
south argued that North's jump to
five diamonds was cut of order—
that he should have condfined him-
self to a four-diamend bid. North
insisted that his own jump was
perfect, and that South should
have subsided at that point, Which
one is right?”

Beyond question, North was
right. South did full justice to his
holding when he jumped to three
d.amonds on the second round, and
although North then shcwed “signs

of life" with his jump raise. this
action did not erase the original
weak notrump response. Presum-

ably, South could be sure that at
least one ace was held by the en-
emy, and there was no good reason
to feel that North, besides supply-
ing the vital ace and the annonnc-
ed length in diamonds. would also
turn up with either g heart honor
or a singieton heart.

In simple fairness, however, North
could have turned in a more fin-
ished performance bv bidding four
clubs on the gecond round. thus
cue-bidding the ace b imolicatisvn
and further mmplyving thzt he liked
South's second suit. (North could
not logically be shewinz a club suit
at the four-level in the face of
South's announced strength in
hearts and dinmonds) Precisely
what action South would have
taken over four clubs is in the
realm of coniecture, but it is quite
possible  that the  partnership
weculd have staved out of the losing
slam.
