The trouble with moral reformers
to-day 18 that they are scared of
fallure. Which is to say chat Chris-
tians shrink from the law of the
Cross in public affairs. This law .s*
Stand for the right as you see it
When you do, numbers of men will
repudiate you and perhaps per-
secute you. But when the issue has
been raised, it will not down.

And when men reflect on what
they have done to people who stood
for the right and for the good ot
the people, they will turn against
their own action and support -the
cause that once they opposed. This
has happened in many cases in our
own country. Overwhelming vic-
tories on behalf of established evil
have been followed by a complete
reversal of public opinion and the
removal of the evils which the pub-
lic conscience condemned. But that
depended on men of goodwill hold-
ing their position though defeat to
final victory.

Ohristian citizens cannot afford
to consent to the establishment in
the country’s laws and policies of
institutions which prosper by the
degradation of the people. Hence
the Toronto Conference ot the
United Church of Canada has just
repeated its request to the Govern-
ment to take the liquor question
out of the area of party politics
and to submit it to the electorate
in a plebiscite to be decided on its
own merits alone. This is not
enough, but it will give people with
strong convictions an opportunity to
express them in word and deed.

If he had been content simp-
ly to teach, He would have been
criticized, but the authorities would
not have. demanded His crucifixion,
But He left Galilee because He
