A Border Feud.

DISCOVERY OF THR®
ON THE

SCENE OF A MASSACRE
NORTHWEST PLAINS,

A few days ago the Winnipeg Free Press
gave an aczount of the discovery of skeletons
and Indian carts in the Northwest, near the
houndary. H. Fegraus, a member of the
Royal Geographical Society of Stockholm,
the gentleman who made the find, furnishes
adaitiona! particulars respecting the matter.
He states that the skeletons and carts were
found on the north slope of the Souris
cotean. Thie> carts were drawn upin a
slough, evidently for the purpose of de-
fence, and the atta king party had their
position on the hill immediately above,
but moved afterwards”a liitle to the east,
towacds which position the defenders were
expose!l. Mr. Fegiwus counted 200 cart-
ridge shells at the position held by the ag-

gressors, 80 it may be assumed that the

lslrugu]e was a long and severe one. Be-
sides three complete skeletons found in the
slough, there were many other human
bones scattered about, and the re-
mains of six horses, numerous utensils, all
riddled with bullets, and several axes were
also strewn about the spot. Judging from
the appearance of the place, the ourfit had
not been plundered after the fight, which
led Mr. Fegraus to believe that the attack-
ing party was composed of white men, as
Indians would not have killed the horses,
& d would have looted the ecamp of their
victims, The carts were almost honey-
combed with bullet holes. They stood at
the ioot of the slough bank, as they had
been left on the fatal day of the fight. M.
Fegraus found, among ofher things, several
stone pipes, some of them half tilled with
tobacco; but the most interesting and pro-
bably most important find, as it may tell
the history of the fight, wxs a small board
about a foot long and 34§ inches wide, on
which was carved over 30 Indian hiero-
glyphies, Indiang, buffaloes and horses be-
g the principal objects delineated. Ac-
cording to this Indian letter, the party
were out -hunting and had made a creat
deal of pemmican, when they met a party
of unfriendly Indians and had a fight, in
which seven were killed. The slat had
been burned alinost in two by a prairie fire,
and the destroyed part somewhat interrupts
the thread of the story. The little band of
hunters was exterminated and the bodies
lett to rot where they fell.

Haz
was in full command of the ‘company, and,
as he passed along the streets, called a halt
in front of some of the prineipal hounses to
put his jaen through their facings. Andrew,
leading Jim Dandy, the trained bear, took
the cake. . Dandy represented the bear to
perfectiony only that he was a Little clumsy
in turning his somerssults  Another year
he may somersault better.

The horrible pr cession over, sleigh driv-
ing was indulged in by everyone who counld
raise a team. A few callers went the
rounds, paying their . respects to lady
friends and acquaintances, but this friendiy
custom was nut as universaly observed as
in fOrmer years.

The day was one of the finest, and every-
one seemed out for enjoyment. There was
no drunkenness visible awoag the people,
the utmost sobriety and decoruin prevailing
among all classes during this the first day
of 1890,
