Au enormous erowd which had tol-
lowed the procession was kept at a distance by
the troops. At last the 21 vietims were ranged
in file, at about a yard's distanee trom a low clay
wall, with their backs to the soldiers, and then the
digcharge took place.

Ar
that wowent the Hermanos de la Caridad, or
Brothers of Charity, rushed forward to save at
leust 8 tew, but were repulsed by the troops, and
the firing recommenced, aud continaed.  I'he
firing went on, and more than twe hundred shots
were fired—what a sight '—1 saw one wan rase
hiwsell three times and tall again on his knees
with his arms extended in a direetion from which
a piereing voice was heard to shirick in the midst
of the massacre, * Frederieo!”
