in South Okanagan in Tuesday's
British Columbia election. He de-
feated CCF, Liberal, and Progres-
sive Conservative candidates.

VANOCOUVER, (CP) Another close
deoision in the British Columbia
election was a possibility Tuesday
night as Social Oredit and CCF
jockeyed for position.

Social Credit took an early lead
electing the first candidate, but
in the leading column as returns
rolled in it was nip-and-tuck.

It looked like a repetition of the
1952 election when Premier W.A.C.
Bennett and his Sooial Oredit fol-
lowers elected 19.

Informants say Sir Winston re-
quested that tatks on the Pacific—
ineluding the Anzus pact between
Australia, New Zealand and the
U. S—~be held after the current
conference of OCommonwealth
prime ministers. The premiers
wind up their plenary sessions to-
day.
Canada is not likely to be rcp-
