On .the retail side, the food
sub-index jumped 25 points to
239.5 from 237.0, still well below
the peak of 251.4. reached on June
a year ago. The only food prices
declines were in fresh fruits and
vegetables, .

Homefurnishings Lower *

The homefurnishings and ser-
vices column slipped to 196.7 from
197.2, with prices lower for elec-
trical goods and floor coverings.
The new level compared with the
peak of 201.1 last December.

Minor price declines were noted
all through the clothing sub-index,
easing it to 209.1 from 2093 and
down from the peak of 2155 last
November.

The fuel and 1light group re-
mained unchanged at 149.8, down
from the all-time high of 1525 last
February. The miscellaneous col-
umn, which covers a variety of
items from health care to recre-
ation, remained fixed at 1474,
just a half point from the high
of 1479 last- March.
