of no use whatever, b-ing burned in

factory furnaccs to get it out of the

way.

Spruce sawdust now has a market

value, for this, as wel! as the other ma-

terials, are digested by a chemical pro-

cess in which alcohol plays an import-

ant part. The material thus digested is

£0 much like the cocoon spun by the

silkworm that when the two are placed
side by side in a finished state it takes

an expert to determine which is which.
The artificial mate:ial at cne state

fs in a liquid state, and of a density
about equal to the cniinary s~rup of

commerce. When in this state a ma-

chine of Dr. Lehner’s invention, which

may be called an artificial s.lkworm,
comes into play. This machine, which
is very simple in construction, requiring

80 little attention that it can be kept at

work with about as much labor as is

devoted to a twenty-four hour clock,

performs exactly the same mechanical

work that a silkworm does. It draws
from the liquid a continuous unbroken

thread of eve. diameter and unlimited

length. As this thread is spun another
portion of the machine takes it up ard

twists it into any desired thickness of

yarn with perfect regularity.

Thus the fabric can be made of any

desired weight or thickness, so that it
will be seasonable at all times.

This art ficial silk has becn spun
in Bradford, England, and worked up

into a large variety of fabrica. In the

dying, weaving and finishing of these

no special treatment has teen found

necessary. It has been dyed in all im-
aginable shadcs and colors, and owing
to the peculiar qualities of the materiel

it takes a dye more readily and gives
a morebrilliant effect than the natural
article. In tex ure it is tlhe equil «f
the best of Chinese and Italien silks,

being soft and silken to the touch It

~ HAPOLEON'S ORIENTAL DREAMS,

ile Longed to Follow in the Footsteps of

Alexander the Great.

Bonaparte was a child of the Medt-
terranean. The light of its sparkling
waters was ever in his eyes, and the
fascination of its ancient civilizations
was never absent from his dreams of
glory. His proclamations ring with
classic allusions, his festivals were ad-
orned with classic ceremony. In in-

fancy he had known of Genoa, the ty-
rant of his is'and, as strong in the
splendid commercial enterprises which
stretched eastward through the Levant
and beyond into the further orient; in
the histories of Alexander the Great,
and his conquest of oriental empires; in
youth he thought to find an open door
for his ambition, when all others seem-
ed closed, by taking service with Eng-
land to share the renown of thos> who
were building up her easten «mplire.
Disappointed in this, he turned with
the same lack of success to Russia, al-
ready England's rival on the continent
of Asia,

It is perfectly comprehensible that
throughout his early manhood his mind
Should have cccasionaliy reverted to
the same idea's. Th conqueror of Italy
and Austria might hope to realize them.
Was he not master of the two great

maritime commonwealths which had
once shared all eastern trade between.

them ? England’s intrusion upon the
Mediterranean ba is was a never ceas-

ing irritation to ail the Latin powers.

Her commercial prosperity and her

mastery of the seas aggravated the ex-

asperation of France, ¢s_ threatening

even her equality in their ancient rival-

ry. Fromthe days of the first crusade

al Frenchmen hid felt th.t leader-

ship in the r-constructi.n of Asia be-
longing to them by virtue of preoc-

cupation. Ardent republicans, moreover,

saw France’s mission in the Iberaliz-
ing o2 the contizeat, and the d. part-
ment of maiine under the directory
stam; ed its paper with the motto, “Lib-
erty of the Seas.”

Imaginative forces, the revolutionary
system, and the national ambition all
combined to create ubiquitous enthus-
iasm. To this the temperament and
training of Bonaparte were as the spark
to the tinder. It was with willing ears
that the directory heard his first sug-
gestions about the Venetian Isles, and
subsequently his plans for the capture
of Malta, which was to be followed by a
death blow to Englands supremacy in
the seizure of Egypt and the dismem-
berment of Turkey.—Century.

 

He Helped a Valuable Beggar.

Dining on one occasion with Baron
James de Rothschild, Eugene Delacroix
the famous French pacnter, conf_sse..
that for some time past he had vainly
sougit a head to serve as a model fo:

that of a beggar in a painting on which
he was then engaged, and that, as he
gazed at his host’s features, the idea
suddenly struck him that the very head

he desired was before him. Roths
child, being a grcat admirer of art,
readily consented to sit for him as a
beggar. The next day at the studio,
Delacroix placed a tunic round his
shoulders, put a stout staff in his hand
and made him pcs2 as if he were rest-
ing on the steps of an ancient Roman
temple, In th’s attitude he was discoy-
ered by one of the artist’s favorite pu-
pils, who, struck by the surpassing ex-
cellence of the model, congratulated
his master on having, at last, found ex-
act'y what he wanted. Naturally con-
clud ng the model had only just b<en
brought in from some church porch, h
seized an opportunity, when his mas-
ter’s eyes wer2 turned, to slip a piec
of mone inio the beggar’s hand.
Baron Roths hild thanked him with »
look, and kept the money. The pupi
soon quitted the s.udio. In answer t
inquiri:s made, De'acrox told the Baror
that this you:g m n : os:es:ed ta‘e.t
but no means.
