Americans and other foreigners in
the country. ,

Nevertheless, the smartest peo-
ple and the newest fashions may
always be seen at Auteuil on the
day of the Prix de Dragues. A Fri-
day, after all, is not like a Sunday;
when evéry wealthy shopkeeper,
can don a silk hat, and jostle his
betters and his inferiors about the
totallsator booths. Though falling;
far short of Ascot, the Prix de
Dragues furnishes the best Imita-
tion of Ascot that Paris is able to
provide.
