castle is reported to have been fright-
ened almost out of his wits. But this
was fair fighting. There was no im-
putation on Chatham’s part of ignoble
motives ; he simply accused his advers-
ary of the splendid sin of ambition.

the thrusts delivered, whether in earnest|
or in jest, were often hard, but always)
bestowed according to fair rules, an
with an absemge of that implacable
animus which leaves
enemies when thefight is over. Every-
bedy knowsastory of Sir Robert Wal
pole having a dispute with Pulteney
about a quotation from Herace. Tho
Minister bet a guinea that his own
version was right; a “Herace”’ was
seut for, and Sir Robert, proving to be
in the wrong, threw down a guinea,
which Pulteney pocketed with the
remark that it was the only money ever
paid by the Minister which a member
could accept without shame.

De Weeker
eoenves the eye, but he ultimately
ent it to the histologist, Professor
Iwanoff, remarking at the time that it
was the eve of a man destined, he was
sure, to enact an important part inthe
history of his country, Two years ago
Prefessor Inwanoff died at Mentone,
haviag still in his possession Gambetta’s
eye. This relic, together with Pro-
ffessor Iwanoff’s collection, was handed
over to his most devoted pupil, thé
Duke Charles of Bav:aria, brother ef
the Empres of Austria and of the ex-
Queen of Naples. Thus the eye of the
statesman and patriot was, as Dictator,
contributed more than any oneelse to
raise armies and resist the German in-
