The most important por- |
tion of a navy is its fleet of armored ships, |
aud these are divided into three clavses — |
battle ships, coast defence vessels and |
srmored cruisers. Of battleships, Great |
Britain has 43 in service and 10 building, !

and 12 building, a total of &% Germany
has 13 in service and one building, a total
of 14; Ttaly has nine in service and nine
building, a total of 18; while Ru sia has
'ight in service and nine building, a total
of 17. Great Britain i#, therefore, strong- {
er in battleships than France and any
other European powercombined,and strong
er than any three European powers with
i“rance left out,

Of coast defence vessels, Great Britain
has 12 in service and none building,
France has 21 and one building. Germuny
has 17 and two building, and Ru-sia has
23 and three buildiag. These numerou:
coast defence ships swell up the lists of
ironclads of European powers, but as they
would be of no use in offensive warfare
they need not be considered in  estimating
naval strength.

Waxtep Opexy Trave.— According to an
exchange the City Council of Portland,
Or., after a thorough investigation, de-
clared that it was better to allow bars to
remain open all night and have open trade
and competition rather than the clandes-
tine work that was done behind closed
doors. They therefore passed an ordiu-
ance giving effect to their views. The
mayor, however, was of avother way of
thinking, and vetoed the bill This
poused indignation und his worship is no

longer his worship.
