Unemploy-
men is rampant and the loss of
imcnmr: by a very large number of
dealers, manufacturers, retailers
and personnel offsets the return
to the government of the tax it-
self.

It has been
one of the major features in the
decline and death of the silver fox
industry. This was pointed out
for years and years but no rellef
| has been given. Now the ailver
fox industry, which once was a
flourishing revenue producing pro-
position for thousands of Cana-
dians, has gone.
