A check of plate records shows
that only six winners in the last 42
years have returned more than
$8.70 on a two-buck ticket. That

Included in the six is Ace Mar-
ine, the ,1955 winner who paid
$13.20 but he can't be considered a
long shot. The chalk-eaters went
along with the chestnut colt but
the betting public concentrated on
glamor - boy Senator Jim and
backed him down 6-to-5 odds when
the mutuels closed.

RETURNED $193.25

Old-timers like to recall the 1924
plate running when H. S. Wilson's
Maternal Pride upset all pre-race
dope and retarned a whopping
$193.25 to a few plungers, the ong-
est price in the history of the race.

It was Maternal Pride's first—
and last—race.
