Report Cause Of
Comet Airliner
Crashes Found

LONDON (AP)—The Sunday Ex-
press says experts have decided
that “cabin compression fatigue”
caused the series of jet Comet air-
liner crashes that killed 99 persons.

The paper says the decision
came when the cabin of a Comet
immersed in water and subjected
to six weeks of strain finally blew
up last week at the Royal Alrcraft
Establishment at Farnborough.

These tests wére conducted un-
der water to minimize the effects
of the expected explosion.

The Express story says scientists
testing the grounded planes had
suspected from the first that metal
fatigue caused by constant expan-
sion and contraction of the pres-
surized caBins might explain the
disastrous crashes.

There was no immediate con-
firmation of the Express story
either from government sources or
the de Havilland Aircraft Com-
pany which makes the Comets.

LUCID SPEAKER

In the field of politics, he serv-
ed as a Liberal in the Alberta
Legislature, the House of Com-
mons and the Senate. He sat on
many important Senate commit-
tees. As a speaker, he had a di-
rect, lucid and vigorous style.
Senator Buchanan was educated
in Ontario. While he never at-
tended college, he became a man
of culture, widely read and a!
patron of the arts. He possessed
an extensive library.
He turned to newspaper work
early and his enthusiasm for it
never waned. It was his proud-
est boast that he was a working
newspaper man, hi$ keenest de-

light to sit on the ‘“desk” and
handle copy. Few could do a
faster or more competent job.

But his handwriting stymied most
printers, He never used a type-
writer. *
At 16, he got his first job as a
printer’s devil, an apprentice, on
the Peterborough, Ont., Examiner.
From there, he went to the Pe-
terborough Review as a cub re-
porter and in 1899 he moved to
Toronto to work on the Toronto
Telegram. He moved ahead quick-
ly, soon becoming city editor and
later news editor.
HEADED WEST WITH $500
In 1903, he left the Telegram
to become managing editor and
director of the St. Thomas Jour-
nal. After its sale in 1905, he
headed west. With $500 in his
pocket, he was scouting for a
newspaper and he found one in
Lethbridge. He purchased a half-
interest in the then weekly Leth-
bridge Herald. Two years later
he made it a daily.

Before coming west, he . mar-
ried Alma Maude Freeman of Bur-
lington, Ont.,, in September, 1903.
They had two sons, Donald, auth-
or and art critic with the national
gallery in Ottawa, and Hugh, an
officer in the Royal Canadian
Navy during the war and now
managing editor of the Herald.

In 1907, he helped found the
Western Associated Press and, at
the time of his death, was the
only founding member still act-
ively engaged in newspaper work.

He never falled to lend his
weight to the interests of a free
press.

APPEAR MOST

POPULAR OF INFANTRY REGIMENTS

OTTAWA, (CP)—On the surface
at least, it appears the Canadian
Guards are the most popular of the
six infantry regiments in the army
And the Royal Canadian Dragoons
the more popular of the two arm-
ored regiments.

The popularity poll was taken
by the army itself, though it would
be the last to claim it is any such
thing. For official purposes, all
army regiments are equally good
and popular.

TOLD TO MAKE CHOICE

Anyway, this is how the popular-
ity yardstick was fashioned:

When the Canadian Army regu-
lar force was formed in October,
1946, a number of officers of the
Royal Canadian Armored Corpsand
Royal Canadian Infantry Corps
were taken on strength. During
the Second World War, these of-
ficers had served in various units
not now included in the active
force.

When they took up staff appoint-
ments or specialist duties in the
post-war army, they continued to
wear the badges and uniforms of
the units with which they had been
assoclated during the war,

In February, the army directed
that all regular-force officers must
wear the badges and uniforms of
active force regiments or  corps.

These 186 officers were asked to

state a preference for a regiment,
listing their first three choices.
Though remaining in their present
stalf posts, they would wear the
insignia of the regiment to which
they were assigned and, in normal
circumstances, continue their con-
nection with that regiment through- |
out their service careers.

The army didn't promise that
each officer would be assigned to
the first regiment of his choice, or
even the second or third. But
it sald it would do its best.

HOW OFFICERS DECIDED

The assignments now have been
completed, the army said wdayl

Of the 44 armored corps officers, |
28 have been assigned to the Royal
Canadian Dragoons and 16 to Lord
