Occasionally, an accident or medical emer- 
gency occurs On campus involving a student, a 
faculty or staff person, or a member of the pub- 
lic visiting the University. These occasions arise 
despite the hour of the day or the day of the week. 

Thus, the purpose of this communication 
is to advise faculty and staff on the process to 
follow for emergency situations that may arise 
on campus. 

If you identify any individual in a medical 
crisis (for example, injury or accident, seizure, 
fainting spell, asthmatic attack, chest pain), call 
the Security Department at 566-0384. A Secu- 
rity Office will be dispatched to your area. All 
the Security Officers are trained in First Aid 
measures and CPR techniques. 

The Security Officer will assess the situa- 
tion and implement further measures as required, 
including suggesting or assisting the individual 
to access medical care or call an ambulance. 
Your role will be to assist the Security Officer 
as he/she directs.
