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W. S. Clarkson
Engineer, Dies

.. *William 8. Clarkson, &), of
1907 Washtenaw Ave., a mechan-
ical research engineer and invent:
or, died early yesterday morning in
University Hospital as a result of
a heart attack suffered at his home
on March 13.

He was born on June 3, 1889,
in Detroit, a son of the late Eug-
ene and May Stoup Clarkson. He
came to Ann Arbor in 1916 with
his parents and entered the Univ-
ersity's College of Engineering.

Mr. Clarkson was graduated in
1920 and took post graduate work
at the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, where he received &
master’s degree ‘n 1921.

He served with the Army Alr
Force during World War I and with
the Naval Laboratory, Washing-
ton, D.C., during World War II

Mr. Clarkson, married Inez Jean
Annear in Montague, P.E.I. on
Aug 3, 1940. She survives. They
returned to Ann Arbor to live in

1944,
One year ago Mr. Clarkson
founded the “Speeddryer Corp.”,

with a group of Ann Arbor and
Detroit associates and had beex
working on the development of a
new type of hair dryer at the time
of his death. The group expecis
to continue the project.

Mr. Clarkson was an active
member of Beta Theta Pi soclal
fraternity, the Michigan Union,
the Pirst Presbyterian Church, the
Ann Arbor Golf Club, the Detroit
Boat Club, and the Engineering
Society of Detroit.

Besides his wife, he is survivea
by a son, Eugene Stephen, and a
daughter, Patricia Jean, both at
home.
