BEES AND SEEDS

Large numbers of farmers grow-
ing alsike and sweet clover have
proved for themselves that bees
and seeds are an inseparable com-
bination. If a paying crop of al-
sike, red clover or sweet clover
is to be harvested it is essential|
to have bees present during the
blooming period.

Often it is not too difficult to
find a beekeeper who will place
colonies of bees on alsike or sweet
clover. A service charge of $5.00
per colony for this service is often
charged to pay moving costs and
compensate for loss of honey
wiere the recommended one col-
ony per acre is used.
