Britain Approves Plans
For Giant Economic Union

LONDON (AP) — Britain offi-
cially approved Thursday plans to
mold Western Europe into a giant
economic unit capable of compet-
ing with the United States and
Russia.

The aim is to wipe out tariff
barriers among 17 West European
countries and join 250,000,000 con-
sumers into a free-trade area and
common market for their manu-
factured goods.

The government of Prime Min-
ister Harold Macmfllan announced
its approval of the scheme in a
white paper and proposed that the
council of ministers of the Organi-
zation for European Economic Co-
operation establish the machinery
to negotiate detailed arrange-
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ments.

The council meets in Paris next
week with Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer Peter Thorneycroft pre-
siding,

TECHNICALLY POSSIBLE

An OEEC study group already
has announced that technically it
would be possible to set up such
a free-trade area in association
with, the European common mar-
ket now nearing formation by six
West European countries.

France, Western Germany, It-
aly, Belgium, Holland and Luxem-
bourg are putting the finishing
touches to their common market
treaty, Over a period of years it
would blot out tariffs among
themselves and set up common
tariff rules for goods entering the
area from outside.

The bigger free trade idea,
whith  Macmillan® originally fa-
vored when he was chancellor of

ber of the free trade area would
retain its individual tariffs against
the outside world, whereas com-
mon market members would es-

The government report also said
Britain must be free to continue
her preferential arrangements for
imports of foodstuffs from Come
monwealth countries.

One rea-
son was that it might loosen her
ties with her Commonwealth and
colonies,
