THE TRANSVAAL

The Only Solution if Boers Persist
in Present Attitude.

The Daily Graphic, which is not given
to muking svveational statements and
which i8 &lmost invariably trustweriby,
gaid there is good reason 10 telieve that the
Govervment regards the situation crested
by the breakaown of the Bloemfontein
negotiations as exce-d.ngly serious. The
couclasr m bas forced itself on Her Majesty’s
Miovisters that 11 the Travsvaal persists it
its present attitude, &reat Britain cac have
no alieruative buu 10 se<k a solution of the
dificulty by force. The question of policy
was prac ically dec'ded when the petition
of the Uit'anders to the Queen was receiv-
ed. The pet:ition and the

circumnstances
caretully ea-

amived. The gennineness ot
the docament and (he grevances
recited therein were estatlished
teyond question. 1t was felt ibat Great

Briaio could leave the Uitlandere to their
fate. Accordingly, a, reply was sent, the
effect of which was tha. Great Britain
virtnally pledged herself to see that the
legitimate desires of the signers are satis-
fied. Before the reply reached its destina
tion the proposal for a couference was re~
ceived. The Britisk Government accepted
the proposal with alacrity, fully hoping
that a settlement weuld resolt. Mean-
while, the reply to the publication of the
petition was postponed .,

Uonder these circumstances, eaye the
Graphic, the Bloemfontein conference
could not be regarded otherwise than as
the final act in the diplomatic stage of the
drama. The question of breaches of the
convertion, which is the only ground on
which Great Britain can dictate to the
Transvaal, was not raised by the British
High Commiscioner at the confeience,
because it was thought that if a fair cou-
cession was made in regard to the franchise,
the Uitlanders would be able to look after
their own interests under the conventiov.
Hence, notwithstanding the statements
that Sir Alfred Miluer raised the question
of the dypamite concession and proposed
arbitration of the raid indemnity, only the
franchice question was diecussed. Presi-
dent Krager’s proposals under 1his head
have been found altogether insuffic ent avd
ilinsory. Moreover they are preceded by
conditions which are absolutely inadmis-
sible by Great Britain,

BRITAIN @OMPELLED TO INSIST.

the whole country will support the Gov~
ernment in any measure required 10 make
this demaod effective. Let Mr. Kruger
grant the Uitlanders full citizenship
and the whole question is ended.
At present he only otfers a note of hand
for a ridiculous sum, payable many years
heoce, in return for our immediate
abandonment of all the legal rights we
now possess for enforcing the payment of
debts long overdue.”
