Those who expect to get
even a moderate amount ol talest and
Tearning for forty pounds per annum, will
findd themselves wolully mistaken,  The
continual change of teachers going on in
many distiiets is another of the evils
necessitated by the inadequate remunera-
tion given to schoohuasters, ‘The same
man is havdly ever employed for more
than two yewrs in suceession in many
places. No school can ever thrive under
such circumstances, A considerable in-
teryal requently elapses between the de-
parture or the dismissal of one teacher and
the addvent of another,  ®he children in the
meanwhile are allowed to go untaught,
They forget mach that they have learned,
and aequire a distaste for study, and an
impatictice ol restraint.  Placed under the
care of w new teacher, they are scarecly
allowed time to get used to his ways and
acquire an interest in theie studies when
he cither gives offence or takes offence,
and leaves the settlement. . Then comes o
long vaeation, and afterwards a new
teacher, and so on to the end of the chap-
ter,  That children should acquire even a
moderate share of Edacation under such a
system, is simply impossible.

His Excellcncy the Governor General, in
Couneil, on the 22d October, 1866,

T'he Committee of Council have had under
their constleration the despatch of the Colo-
niil Secretary o Your Exceelieney, on the
26th September lagt, and  the scconpanying
Resolution of the Delegates from Nova Beotia
and New Brunswick, and they now beg leave
Lo report—

That the Resolutivn referred to is as fol-
lows 1—

At i meeting of the Delegates from Nova
Scotin and New Brunswick, held at the Alex-
andien Hotel, Londen, on the 22nd day of Sep-
tember, 1866, all being present except the
Hon. Mr. Wilmot, it wus unanimously rc-
solved that, inasmuch as the co-operation of
Prince Edward Island, though not indispen-
sable to a Union of the other B. N, A, Mo-
vinees, is, on many accounts, very desirable
and as o settlement of the Land Question,
which has so long and so injurionsly agitated
the Colony, would be attended with great
benedit, and, at the same time, place the local
Government of the Islund, by the possession
of the Proprictory lands, more on a footing
with the other Provinees, which have Crown
Lands and Mincrals, 48 a source of locul
Hevenue,

Theretore Resolved—

‘I'hat, in case the Legislature of the Island
should authorize the appointment of Delegates
in conjunction with those trom the other Pro-
vinces, in arvangihg a plan of co-operatign,
prior o the meeting of the Iperial Parlic -
ment, the Delegates from Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick are herehy pledged to sup-
port the policy of providing such an amount
as may be necessary for the purchase of the
Proprictory Rights, but not to exceed eight
hundred thousand dollars (88000,000).

It would seem, from this Resolution, that
the gentleman fiom Nova Scotin and New
Brnoswick plodge themselves as Delegates,
and not ns representing the Governments of
their respective  Provinees, to support thoe
policy of providing the amount mentioned.

As their powers will expire with the settles
ment of the Scheme of Union, it is to be in-
ferred that their pledge can only be carried
out by their advocating the insertion of a
clause in the Imperial Act, Linding the future
Government and Legislature of United British
North America, to pay the sum of 800,000,

The Canadian Government do not consider
that they have any power or right to consent
or any sum, without
