BLOOD AND MASSACRE,

Cilicia The fcene of Turkish anl Kurldish
Atrocity,

Lyx~, Mass,, April 3.—The first naws
of continued massacres of Christians in
Armenia, by Turks and Kurds, in several
weeks was received in this city to day by
a member of the Armenian colony. The
letter was frem a relative in a district of
Cilicia, near the Euplrates river, Asia
Minor, and was sent by one of the Ameri-
can missionaries in the district, in Lis own
letter to a correspondent in  Philadelphia,
with instructions to forward it to Lynn.
This precaution was taken to insure its
being sent to this country, It was written
the Jast week in February avd gave ac-
counts of awful massacres in the district
up to that tinie. In the village where the
writer resided, several hundred Christians
were killed in the early part of winter
and all the young women and maidens
carried off by the Kurds. Some families
who escaped to the mountains after the
