A letter from Constantinople of the 25th |
ult., in the Moniteur, says:—
“The Ottoman Government has _|ull,
adopted a measure which has long been
called for by the shipping interests. It hn
belongs to
the steam-packet service of the geries
Imperials, to erect on the coust of Asia and
Europe from the Dardanelles to the Black
Sea a chain of lighthouses, which will
henceforth enable vessels to pass the straits
and approach the shore, which was before
very dangerous from the absence of lights.
Captain Michel has engaged to complete
the works and to fix all the apparatus be-
fore January next.—There is every reason
to hope that the system will be extended,
and that in a few years, all the coasts of the
‘Turkish empire and the islands of the [ &
Turkish Archipelago will no longer present
the danger for navigation which have been
hitherto  complained of. Different other
projects are in contemplation, and by their
adoption, the Cabinet over which Alli
Pasha presides will prove by facts, that it is

resolved to seriously pursue the path of
material ameliorations which can #lone
regenerate Turkey. A question of greal
gravity is also occupying the attention of|
the Ottoman Government—the excessive
dearness of every necessary of life.
