Sir,—The Island Farmer newspaper,
of Summerside, haa an editorial article on

trade witn the West Indies in its issue of
the 7th inst. Says the Farmer: Business
men in New York and Boston import Island
produce, pay duty On same and re ship to
the West Iudies, and “can and do makea
decent thing!” It is oa fabrications such
as this that the paper in question has been
for months urging the farmers to embark
on business ventures, which, in the bands

| of menot lite,long experience aud ample
capital, trequentiy eud in disaster, and
which would mean certain ruin to the un-
initiated and inexperienced.
What are the facts? Boston and New

York traders are not fools. The law spe-~

5 cts. per lb. live weqghis for nogs, equal to
6 cts. dead weight, and the value of mess
pork is much enchanced from the fact that
heads, jowle, and feet are oflit le value. It
is tafe to say that mess pork today
manufactured, including barrel and salt,
would cost $15.20 per bol , so that the loss
per bbi on shipments ad vised
by the Farmer would he $7.00

In season packing 1000 bbls of mess
would be the work of two or three days,
and assuming that the farmers advised by
this paper seud a emall parcel of 1000 bbls
to the West Indies, the whole capital they
have subscribed with a viewto packing
would be lost in a single venture. If the
farmers place funds in the hands of ignor-
ant, incompetent or unscrupulous men, aod
the Editorof the Farmer anewers to one
or the other of these definitions, and_al'ow
such men fail control of the 1unds, with
liberty to pledgethe credit of tue farmers
to the utmost, I cannot see how, in case of
dieaster, they cau escape legal respousibi-
lity.
Moral responsibility they cannot escape,
Some years ago the farmers organized to

carry on a general store business in Cuars
lottetown for the purpose of importing
general merchandise for the supply of|
tarmers interested in the organization. It
was not long before the institution, to use
the Farmer’s expression, was “overtaken
from behind,” but by some technicality,
the farmers fortunately escaped responsi-
bility and the creditors are still un, aid.
So much for pork shipments to the West
Indies.
Oats.— Within afew vards of the Far-

mers office isa West India business in
liquidation. No doubt the affable liquida-
tor would enlighten the Editor of the
Farmer as to the profits accruing from
ont shipments tothe West Indies. This
much is known that the proprietor of
that business, a fairly good business man,
who deserved to succeed, perhaps, acting
under theadvice of the came men who
know #o much now of advantage to farm-
ers, continued shipments of oats to the
West Indies until] he lost every dollar of
his own, and every dollar he could borrow
from his business friends totalling perhaps
$100,600. The farmers were not fleeced at
all,

It wus not too little, but too much that
they received for their produce.
