SPEEDY AIR MAILS
TO LINK AUSTRALIA

Two fast air mail services each
week to Australia, taking a week or
less for the trip, are part of the
British Air Ministry’s plan for a
speeding up- and increase in the
frequency and carrying capacity of
British Empire air malls,

Under the new plans all first-
class air-mail matter within the
Empire would be carried at a rate
of three cents a half-ounce. The
Air Ministry would w:rk by de-
grees toward schedules of two and
a half days to East Africa, four and
a half days to South Africa, six or
seven days to Australia, two and a
half days to India, and four and &
half days to Singapore. Ultim-
ately there would be nine services
weekly to Egypt, five to India, three
to East Africa and Singapore, and
two to Australia and South Africa.
