OTTAWA, April 8 « (OP) —The
army today issued its 101st cas-
ualty list of the Korean war, re-
porting one officer and four men
wounded in action. The last pre-
vious list was issued last Sunday.

This brought to 750 the number
of casualties so far suffered by
Canadian troops in Korean act-
ion, including 140 dead, 544
wounded, 61 injured in action,
four missing and one captured.
