FARMERS FIRST

The three must represent about
125 vears of prospecting and they
did a bit of yarning about it.

\ir. Johnson was born in Ice-
land, came as a child to Sas-
\atchewan, and farmed there un-
il he took up prospecting in 1924.
He found little worthwhile until
he came upon nickel at Mystery
Lake in 1948.

International Nickel paid him
#3.000 cash and took an option on
his claims for $250,000. When
these particular claims, proved
low-zrade, he settled for $110,000
eash

Later, the syndicate which he
manages—Jay Kay Explorations
staked another 141 claims and
these were optioned last October

tn International Nickel for $58,~
000 of which $119,000 was paid in
rash, with the balance (o come

nver eizht years.
PRAISES MANITOBA
The syndicate is now operating
in Manitoba's Snow Lake area, 90
miles east of Flin Flon, and 1 of
their properties — mostly copper
and zinc—have been optioned to
various companies; and they are
doing other geophysical and ex-
ploratory work,

Flon, calls northern Manitoba
“the land of the future."” He pre-
dicts it will produce a mine a
year for the next 10 years.

The tree roots, however, had
lifted up a piece of rock which
caught Mr. McVeigh's attention.
He reached in with his grub hoe
and pulled out a solid piece of
pyrrhotite, holding nickel, copper
and cobalt.

“Perhaps,” he said. “my expe-
rience will be an incentive to
younger prospectors and teach
them that they: must look every-
where."”

In earlier years Mr. McVeigh
worked for northwest Ontario’s

and several of its producing veins
are named after him—the Austin
vein, the south Austin and the
McVeigh.

Mr. Berg was horn in Sweden
and came to Cobalt, Ont., when
he was 17. Since then, he has
prospected right across to British
Columbia. In addition to finding
the Gunnar gold mine in eastern
Manitoba, he was in on the orig-
inal staking around Great Bear
Lake which started Canada’s
uranium future.

OLD CLAIM

Since last summer he has op-
erated in Manitoba, has sold some
claims and recently staked a cop-
per-nickel showing southeast of
Moak Lake which he originally
found 15 or 20 years ago.
Summing up nearly 50 years of
prospecting, and what it takes, he
said:

“l have had my share of luck
and I have seen some wonderful
country.

“You have to like to he in the
bush by yourself and to get ac-
quainted with nature. You have
to want to see what is in the next
hill.

“You need the knowledge and
experience to detect mineral
structures when you see them.
From there on, it's hard work. If
you are lucky you will find some-
thing good.”

Like Mr. Johnson, Mr. Berg
said northern Manitoba is going
to be ‘“terrific.”

He described International
Nickel's holdings at Mystery and
Moak Lakes as the most impor-
tant discovery in Canada in a gen-
eration. He added:

“It's so huge they won't talk
about it."
