The receipts on
acconnt of the farm last year were £120,
but I do rvot look at the mere money
valne according to what is expended,
but at the zood that is doing throngh the
¢onntry, for, thongh only a small amount
of stock s distributed, still, I think,
that in course of time. the improvement
will be very perceptible. and good re-
turns will be made for the money ex=
pended. Tt is wall known that agrieul-
ture ia the main interest of the Colony,
and it should be fostered and encouraged
in every possible way. While we have
the right of renting the farm at £100 a
year, I do not think the managers would
be justified in asking for funds to purs
chase it, for the rent would only be
about two and a qaarter par cont, of the
purchase money. At the sama time, I
think the price set npon the farm is
moderate, for land was sold in that
veighborhiood,a short time age, for £30 an
aere, while this would only be abont
£20, Therefore, 1 do not think there
will be avny diffienlty in getting funds to
putchase if it is thought proper 1o do so.
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ers had oonsiderable diflienlty in procuring
a suitable . and a fleld of my own was
selocted, but I do not know of any place #o
suitable as the model farm, 1 hope the
Commissioners will not lose sight of that
next aotumn, and that a field will be set
apart for that purpose.

It must be
very gratifying to overy person who takes
an interest in the prosperity of the conn-
try, to seo S0 many parties eoming from
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick to this
Island to purchinso stock—nnt eattle for
breeding, but for slanghtering, Nearly
1.000 head were setit away last year.
If we coull eirenlate a few of the Dur.!
ham breed throrgzh the conntry, it would
bo an adrantage, as they are more suit-
able and more profitable for feeding.
The quantity of hay raised in the country
in increasing very fast on aceount of the
extensive application of muesel-mnd, and
consequiently there will be a greater quan<
tity of stock kept. Iam pleased to sen
this trade in cattle growine np, for 1
think it will be a greater advantage to
the conntry than to be exporting such a
quantity of grain and root crops.

Ilon. Mr. Havroonrye: As regards the
Tistribution of stock, T agres pretty muneh
with hin honor who has just epoken, for
whtn it is divided a great deal of the attrac-
tion to the sales is tnken away. In Great
Hritain the system of annual xales of stock
is practised, and it is found that the larger
the qnantity offered, the higher aro the prices
..mﬂmt. Those sales have hrcome quite
notorious in Great Britan. 1 therefore
consider hin honor's snggestion a good one,
and flerhape it would also bo qnite proper
to make a reduction in the prices of stock
whieh wonld to Prince and King's
connties, or otherwise, let them he deliver-
ed in those countien ffee of cost, One or
twa other things might be considered in
connection with that farm. One is, that
many parties take more interest in the
growing of grain and other eraps than in the
rearing of etock, and it is diflicult to pro-
cnre gentine seed. A person importing
eeed for his own nse wonld do so at & great
disadvantage; besides it would he expensive,

Ion Mr Dayies molrod the following Resolution, se-
conded by Mr MeNeill:

Rualu’t'i. That a Committeo of three members be ap-

pointed to eaquire into certam charges made by Mr
ex-Sheriff Dodd to the Colonial Secretary, implicating
the loyalty of the inhabitants of Queen’'s County, the
sa!d charges being attached to the Journals of the House
for the year 1866 ; with power to send for persons, pa-
rs, and records. . :
Hon Mr Davies observed that his sole object in sab-
mitting the above resolntion wasto investigate the char-
ges contained in Slieriff Dodd's letter against the peo-
ple of Queen’s County, which charges kad heen placed
on the Journale of the House, without calling in ques-
tion their truthfulness. The statements made by Mr
Dodd were as follows :

1« wonuld say in conelusion, that the great difficulty I ex-
perienced in exeouting the writs placed in my hands, arises
from the notive sympathy shown by all the tenants for each
other; their infmlouo device of giving warning to each other
by means of blowimng their trumpets upon the approach of
any of my officers, effectunlly prevents a levy being made be-
fore a large number of men are collected, while their system
of terrorism, by which they intimidate the well disposed,
under threats of burning their premwses and taking their
lives, is so complete, that it is utterly impossible to look for
any assistance outside of the town; and I attribute the cap.
ture of Doucetta wholly to the fact that he and his aceom-
plices saw the firearms which I had placed in the hands of
my Constables."

e did not wish to cast any undae reflections on Mr
Dodil’s ehinracter, but the chiarges contained in the above
extract were of too serions a nature to be endorsed,
withont being submitted to a Committee for mvesti-
gation. He ( Mr Davies,) protested againet those li.
belong and fon! charges, nmr ho felt it to be his duty to
raise hia voice againet them, Troops were eent for an
the plea that thoge statements were corréet, that the
Inwg wore disregarded, that the people were reheliions,
that iife and property were endangered; thatein faet
the bewt rights of the sulijects were trampled npon and
disregarded, and that, therefore, an armed foree muost
be ealled in to subdue the people and compel them to
obey the lawe. Had anch a etate of things s that ex-
ieted, the people would indecd be nuworthy of a free
government, and of the privileges enjored by the eangii.
tion, He, however, ¢ontended that the statements in
qnestion conld not be borne out hy facts, and tha.,
therefore, it was necereary and dne to the people that
an expression of opinion against those statements he re-
corded ; and that until an investigation of the matter
took place,‘the inlerence was, that the rentiments ex-
preseed in Sheriff Dodd’s letter were endorsed by the
Honse,

My McNeill, in supporting the resolution, said, that
the statements referred to were false, and that it was
his duty to stand up in defence of the people against
sueh falee necugations. e had seen the last cow dri-
ven from the poor man’s door for rent, and yet. no rosis
tance to the law was offered.  Thanks to free Education,
the people reapected themselves, if not their prosecutors,
He was surprised that o gentleman of Mr Dodd's expe-
rienea and high standing eonld have penned the state-
ments in question,  Proof eauld be readily addneed from
the very loealities where the alleged terrorism and
threats were snid to be used, to show that Mr Dodd's |
letter was at variance with the truth. That document |
was. therefore, a foul blot en the Journals of the House
amd should be expunged. Wasthere he wonld ask.an hon-
orable member of that Ilonse that wonld believe hie

tnte the Honse a jadicial tribunal. The exercise of ju-
dicial fanctions was not in the power of the [louse.  He
then quoted aathorities in proof of the principles which
he enunciated. It would lowerthe dignity of Parlia-
ment to attempt the exercise of power which could be
treated with contempt and public scora, It woald b o
a farce toappoint A Committee before whom mo one
eoulil be compelled to attend,  Sucha Committee wonld
not possess the ordinary power ofa Juetice of the Pence :
they eould not even administer an oath ; and if any officer
of the House attempted 1o enforce the behests of that
Committee, he would he a trespasser. “I'he course,
therefore, songht to be adapted was anconstitutional; and
a Committee of three, of whom the Hon Mr Davies and
Mr MeNeill wonld be members, would not he an im.
partial tribunal, for they had already prejudgoed the ease.

After some further remarks, by way “of reply, from
the IMon Mr Davies and Mr Brecken, the Honso divi-
