Bordering St. Lawrence River,

TROIS-RIVIERES, Que. (CP)-
A search for oil in areas border-
ing the St. Lawrence river is ex-
\pected to gain impetus this sum-
mer. v

perimental wells in the Trois-Riv-
ieres region approximately 90 miles
northeast of Montreal. Several oth-
ers are reported interested in ob-
taining claims in the district.

Romuald Morin - of Montreal,
president of Three Rivers Gas and
Oil Limited, said in an interview
he has been prospecting for oil in
various part of Quebec for four
years and has not given up hope
that a major find wll be made.

He now plans to concentrate his
attention on an area near Yama-
chiche, about 10 miles south of
here. Traces of natural gas and
oil had been found in the area.

Since the prospecting started
four years ago, an estimated $150,-
000 has been spent in the Trois-
Rivieres area.

Some geologists are convinced
that oil fields as large as those
of Alberta will be found some day
in the St. Lawrence river valley,
although ‘prospecting to date has
produced no major find.

The March issue of the Canad-
ian Police Bulletin contains an art-
icle under the title of, *“Rubber
Cheque Boys"” which no doubt will
be of interest to both businessmen
and tourist resort operators in the
Province.

The highlights of the article
point out that due to the banks
having been operating on a five
day week, “bad cheque’ artists
have taken advantage of it to in-
crease their activities. The Saint
John, N.B. police have urged all
merchants to be extra vigilant and
try to follow a few simple rules
outlined by Chief of Police J.
Oakes.

RULES TO FOLLOW

1. Accept only cheques for the
amount of the sale. (frequently the
the cheque passer makes a small
purchase to get the’ refund from
the cheque).

2. Do not accept cheques from
persons not living or working in
the general area.

3. Be alert during holidays, week-
ends or other days when banks
are closed.

4. Require endorsement in your
presence.

5. Misspelled inconsistent
names, addresses and amounts
should arouse suspicion.

6. Require positive identification
on all cheques.
