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Temperance Legislation in 1773

We have been furnished with some ex
tracts from the first temperance legisla-
tion ever passed in this Province. At the
session of 1773, the first session, we ba-
lieve, of our legislature, an act was passed

ntituled **An Act Prohibiting the Nale of
Distilled Spirituous Liguors, without
Licease.”

The preamble of the bil read as fol-
lows (—

** Whereas, the practice of drinking
rum or other distilled spirituous liquors
has becon:e very prevalent and common,
especially among artificers, servants,
laborers, soldiers and sasilors, s journing
in snd belonging to the Island; the
conatant and excessive ure whereof lepds
greatly to the prejudice of their heaith,
renders them iucapable of discharging
the duties of their respective vecupstions,
debauches their morals and ineites them
to the practice of varivus other viess
For remedy whereof,”

The fizstsection says that ‘‘ No person
shall retail rum in Jess quantities than
20 gallons without license frém Govergor.
Penalty, firat offunce, 40 shillings: Zud
do., £5, to be recovered on the . arh of

_onwe wituess  Half to g« to the inform- o,
Failing to pay the fine, goods aud ~hat-
tela to be seized ; if no goods, vt ¢ llend-
er to be imprivned for the tirst offeuce
one mouth and nt mre thaa six months
for xll subsequent offences.” .

Section two provides that “*Auy persun
agreeing with any artisan, journeyman,
servant or laborer shall be deemed un-
lim;zé.mﬁiler, and shall be subject to
simifar penalties. All such persons shall
be entitled to such usages, notwithstand-
ing soch agreement. Parties hiring fish-
erman way supply liquors to such.”

- The third section states th«t 'no li-
censed retailer cin 1ecover more than £5
by law for liquors sold.”

“No person shall receive any pawn or
pledge for liquors, and if they do shall
pay fall value to the owner,” so reads
clause four. N

Section five states that: No person

licensed shall supply any person or per-
sous or knowingly suffer theim to be sup-
plied with liquorsof any kind id such
guantity as to effect intoxicatioe, shall
not sell on Sunday, except to lodgers or
travellers.” :
“Tt s somewhat singular that certain
provisions of this act of 1773, are identi-
eal with claases of the Act just passed.
Prince Edward Island can thus trace its
endeavors to promote temperance legisla-
tion back 117 years.

A sect of English origin chietly found

at present in the United States. In the

time of Charles I. a body of enthusiasts

appeared, who from the convulsions into

which they threw themselves obtained

the name of Shakers. We know very

little of this sect, which was small and

s on disappeared: all the writers of that

age speak of them reproachfully, aud

when the Quakers under John Fox ap-

peared they protested against the injust-

ice they suffered in leing confounded

wih the Shakers. The sect which we are

now noticing traces itseli through the

French prophets of the last century to
the Shakers of the Commouwealth.

About 1747 James Wardley, originally a
Qualker, imaging that he had supernatural
dreams and revelations, headed & party
which, from the bodily agitations prac-
ticed in some parts of their religious ser-
vices, were called Shakers. Ann Lee,
the daughter of a blicksmith in Man-
chester, adopted Wardley’s views and the
bodily exercises of his fullowers. From
the accrunts of her couduct she appears
to have become an adept in imposture
during nine years which she spent in con-
vulsions, fastings, and similar contrivan-
ces. She is said to have clenched her
fists in the course of her fits, so as to
make the blyod pass through the pores of
her skin, and to have wasted away so
that at last she was fed like an infant.

She now became the head of a new so-
ciety who adopted the name of Shakers.

“The work,” she said, ‘‘which God pro-
wised to accomplish in the- latter day was
eminently marked out by the prophets to
be a work of shaking.” About 1770 Ann
Lea discovered the wickedness ¢f mar-
riage, and began to ‘‘testify againstit.”

She called herself “*Aun the Word,” mean-
ing that the word dwelt in her.
And her followers say that ‘‘the)
man who was called Jesus, and the wo-
man who was called Aun, are verily the
first two pillars of the church, the taoan-
ointed vnes,”

In May, 1774, Aun Lee, vtherwise Mrs
Standley, together with three elders, and
others of the sect, emigrated to this coun-
\ry, and two years after formed a settle-
mept at Niskayuna, a few miles from Al-
bany, New York. From that as a centre,
they put forth shoots, until now there are
several Shakerssttlements or villages iv

doctrines are a s'tange mixture of the
crudest errors with some fiw gospel
truths; but it would be a misnomer to
call them Christiana. They now term
themselyes the millenuial churmb; they
hold that the millennium has begun, and
that they are the only true chaurch, and
have all the apostulic gifts. They iusist
that baptism and the Lord’s Supper ceas-
ed with the apostolic age: that the wicked
will be punished for a definite period
only, except such as spostatise from them
and those will be punished forever; that
Christ will not appear again in the world,
except in the persons of his followers,that
is, the Shakera; that marriage is siuful,
and that ‘‘they that have wives should be
as though they had none”’ even now, and
that thus alone purity and holinese, and
the consequent beatitude of the heavenly
state can be attained; that sin committed
againat God is committed against them,
and can be pardoned only for Christ’s
sake through them. Such are some of
their tenets. The discipline of their
churches rests for the most part with
“‘their elders”” who follow the instructions
left by ‘‘Mother Ann Lee.” In their re-
ligious worship they range themselves at
intervals in rows, and thea spring up-
wards a few inches, sometimes they be-
come 80 excited in this exercise as to
throw off their upper garments, and jump
as if they woald reach the ceiling, all, as
they say,to express their joy in the Lord.
After this they sit down and listen awhile
to their preachers, and then, when tired
of hearing, resume their dancing.
