Breeding stock,growing seeds, &e., for disiribution through the
1sland, and for affording practical information in matters con-
nected with an improved system of Agriculture.

Your Committee are of opinion, that many of the animals
imported, are from superiurity of climate and natural delicacy of
constitution, caused by exeessive care and high feeding, not
80 well suited to withstand the rigour of our ciimate, as wou'd
animals of the me description bred and raised in the Island.

For the above reason in order that the society may
have it in their power to give s larger supply of anim
Country at a much less cost, it would be necessary and highly
desirable to rent a farm of from 100 to0 200 acres of land in the
neighbourhood of Town, to be devoted entirely to the breeding
and rean proved stock and growing seeds for the servi-
ces of the Colony, and your Committee beg to submit the follow-
ing calculations as to the expense of stocking and working the
same, the probable annual income.

On looking over these calculations, it may be observed, that
there is no charge for management ; this is true, but they are
made under the supposition, that the Secretary will reside
upon the farm, and that apart from his present duties, be will
be able to devote a few hou: the morning and evening to its
superintendence. It will be seen also, thata Jiberal allowance
is made to the head ploughman, wko will be competent to sow
the different seeds, and take daily orders [rom the Secretary,
who will sgain be guided by a committee of management. The
following is a list of Stock required to commence the Farm.

With respect to the foregoing statement your Committee
would remark that they have been careful in making their
estimate to underrate the probable income arising from the
farm ; they have in fact confined the sources of revenue en-
tirely o stock and Wool, and the services of the stallions and
bulls, assuming that the produce will be consumcd on the
farm, they have done this partly from uncertainty as to the

tt iin which will be required for the breeding stock
from a desire not to exaggerate the advantages of
the undertaking, although they feel confident that a large a-
mount will be annually realized from the sale of milk, grain, &e.
which they have not taken into account.

Your Committee would liere briefly recapitulate the princi-
pal advantiges which must result to agriculturists from the
proposed establishment.

ne g object of the society has been not only to intro-
duce new varieties of seed, but also, by importations of seeds,
such as Oats, Wheat, Barley, &c. to fornish the farmer with
frequent changes of sced, which o law of vegetable economy
sems 1o render necessary. The cost of sceds so obtained is
| such as to forbid their importation on a large scale ; the Society
lis continually importing small quantities, but having no farm
under its control on which to sow them, is necessarily de-
pendent on private individuals to do it for them. The risk of
keeping small quantities separate, is such, that the produce of
cood 80 imported is rarely obtained back quite pure.
after the expense incurred, the endeavors of the Society to di
tribute varieties or changes of seed
frustrated ; the proposed farn would entirely obviate thi
calty.
should be from seed recently imported, or from the most ap-
proved varieties, would each year be sent 1o the Society’
such portions as are required for consumption on the farm
being replaced by grain purchased in the country, thus in:
stead of imported seed becoming mixed, the society would be
enabled every year to distribute many hundreds of bushels of
different kinds of secd-grain and potatoes, each pure of its kind,
throwgh the Island.

society would be enabled to ascertain varieties of
adapted to our climate, and thus be eénabled to afford valuable
information to the farmer.

bution, instead of having it sup~
at present by importations and purchases from private
individaals, and for that purpose, the soeiety paid to the farm
£489.10s. 0d. annually and received nothing back but the stock
above mentioned, and is merely intended to give a comp:
veiw of the advantage of the proposed plan, over that now
evan on that assamption. But by reference to the
nual proceeds of the farm, it is evident, that ev
this comparative small loss will not be actually incurred ;
according to that statement, the amount which in 3 years the
society would receive over and above the £750—for stoek,
for the services of Entire animals, meat, and the sale of wool
would be £519 which if carried to the eredit of the Farm would
shew that the stock transaction would be really conducted
without any loss at all.

To enable the society to commence operation in a satisfac-
tory manner, your Committee are of opinion that a grant from
the Legislature of £1300 would be necessary,and as for the
first 3 years, the farm cannot be expected to pay asit afterwards
willy your Committee are of opinion that during that period the
rent of the farm should also be provided for by a special grant
from the Legislature. It may be objected that such a farm
should pay better. Your Committee have already expressed
their belief that they much underrated the profits. 1t mast be
also understood that two thirds of the stock raised will be sent
to the different Counties for sale, when experience has proved
that an animal which in Charlottetown would realize £5 or £6 is
frequently knocked down for 208 or 30s,in such transactions the
farm account must lose, since unlike ordinary farms its produce
is sold in the worst, instead of the best market, but the distant

arts of the eountry are benefited, and the great objeet is
attained.

Tn conclusion, your Committee would observe, that although
they have considered the proposed undertaking, not

rm, buf ly as a farm to_be conducted for rasing improved
stock and seeds, for distribution through every section of the
country, in short as a substitute for the plan now in operation
by which the object of the society will at much less expense
be more eflectually attained. They indulge the hope that it
will with the increasing Enmpﬂlty of the couniry expand not

ut into something of much greater
tution where a sos edueation on
be obtained. Knowled,

is chiefly valuable to its possessor, in proportion as it bears on
the avocations he pursue, the importance of such an institution
in an agricultural country, is, your committee believe, beyond
calculation. A college, presided over by a professor skilled
both in seientific and practical agriculture, where pupils could
be taken at low rates, would afford vast advantages, not onlv to
those educated there, but would also exert a most beneficial
influence in the country at large, by constantly sending forth
well trained and scientific farmers, who, locating themselves in
the various sections of the Island,would by their example,become
instructors to all around them, and your committee feel confi-
dent, that the increasing prosperity of the Colony must soon
lace its public finances in such a position as will enable {he
egislature liberally to endow such an in: without detyl-
t to other objects of public necessity. The academies and
s of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick stract many of.
our youth there, to be educated for learned professions, why
should not P. E. Island have an Agricultural College to at-
traet their youth here, for agricultural instruction, and thus
maintain the honor: on she now holds among her
sieter colonies, as the Iy agricultural improvement.
