For years they have
been used for the mautacture of lime
as manure, for decorative purposes
and in the preparation of a cheap
imitation of marble; but it is pow
found that they canuot be better util-
ized than by being thrown in quantities
into the sea, where they make the best
foundation for new oyster Leds. In
July and August next many ship loads
of these empty shells will be sunk by
English and Freach oyster farmers in
various places suitable for the purpose,
and a few healthy living oyvsters will
then be dropped upor the same spots
Experiments have proved that under
such conditions the bivalves will shortly
multiply to ao almost ineredible extent,
and in so brief a period as ftwo veurs
each empty shell will have from thirty
to forty young oysters attached to it.
The npew generation can then be re-
moved to make roem for more, and
fattened for market in specially con-
structed tanks.
